HOW: 

Bring your Voter Registration Card, SC Driver’s License, or SC DMV ID Card for 2011.  
Pending Department of Justice approval of legislation requiring voters to provide photo ID, voters will be required to provide SC Driver’s License, SC DMV ID Card (currently available free of charge if age 17 or over), SC Voter Registration card with photo, Federal Military ID, or Passport for 2012.
If unable to walk in to the voting place, send someone in to request assistance.
HOW TO VOTE ABSENTEE:

In person, you can vote until 5:00 pm the day before the election or mail your ballot so that it is received by 7 pm on Election Day.
